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I know many of you got hit hard with the cold snap we
had in December. Unfortunately, winter is not over yet!

Invest in water tank or bucket heaters. Many horses
won't break the ice to drink or will not drink very cold

LATEST WEST NILE INFORMATION

West Nile Virus has been very active in Washington State this
summer. As of this writing there have been 38 confirmed cases of
the disease in the state. All have been in Yakima, Benton or
Grant counties of Eastern Washington. The death rate has been
about 40% and none of the horses that were clinical had been
properly vaccinated according to the manufactures
recommendation. WSDA sends notices out early in the year to
encourage vaccination, but some owners are choosing not to

vaccinate and take their chances with the disease. Vaccination is
not the only control issue, but it does continue to be the most
important tool in the prevention of clinical signs and death in

equine. In addition to the horses, two birds and 57 mosquito pools

have tested positive at the last report. Six of the birds were

discovered on the West side of the state, but no horses have been

confirmed on this side. Three human cases were diagnosed as

well, all either in Eastern Washington or having been exposed in
Eastern Washington. The update on the VS website is outdated,
but the last update showed Washington with 25% of the cases for

West Nile in the nation.

water. Spray non stick cooking spray or WD-40 on soles
of clean feet to help keep ice balls from forming.
Provide some kind of shelter if you don't have a barn.
Keeping a blanket on will help keep body warmth. Make
sure the blanket is waterproof. Feed extra hay to stoke
their furnace and feed warm beet pulp for extra calories
and to maintain hydration. Monitor eating and drinking
closely. Do not use gas or electrical heaters to warm
your barn!!



R FACTS YOU SHOULD KNOW ABOUT COMPOUNDED MEDICATIONS

THERE ARE NO COMMERCIALLY AVAILABLE PRODUCTS THAT MEET THE NEEDS OF
A PARTICULAR PATIENT" ltisillegal for pharmacies to compound medications that are
commercially available and approved by the FDA. For this reason alone we only use Compound
Pharmacies that are reputable and have the approval of the AVMA (American Veterinary Medical
Association) or the AVDA (American Veterinary Distributors Association). When medication is
formulated, it is imperative to the health of your horse, that the concentration of the drug is correct and
not just full of flavors or fillers. Just because compound medications are cheaper on some online
pharmacies doesn't necessarily mean you are getting the proper concentration of the drug. We assure you,
we only use reputable pharmacies for all our compounded medications that we dispense. You can trust
the medication you receive from us will have the therapeutic dose to maintain the health of your horse.
The most common medications we have compounded are Phenylbutazone and Pergolide. New to the
market is Superior Bute. It is an apple flavor bute powder containing aspartame that has been approved
by the FDA. One advantage of Superior Bute is that it is more palatable for picky horses. Because of this,
we will be ordering the apple flavor bute from Superior Bute. We can still order the other flavors of bute
powder from our regular compounding pharmacy

PERGOLIDE
We are making a change to our pergolide orders. We are now asking our clients to call the pharmacy and
place the order directly. This will not only save us time placing orders at different times, but will save you
money! What we do is call the pharmacy, with a prescription good for one year. All you have to do is call
the pharmacy directly when you are running low and they bill and ship directly to you. An annual exam
along with a office fee of $20.00 will be required for a refill.

> JUST A FINAL NOTE
' FEDERAL REGULATIONS FOR LEGAL COMPOUNDING

In order to compound a medication, the law requires that there be a valid veterinarian-client-patient relationship
(VCPR), that the health of the animal (suffering or death) may result from failure to treat, and that there is no
commercially available FDA-approved animal or human drug that when used as labeled or in an off-label fashion
in it's current dosage form and concentration will appropriately treat the patient. The compounded product must
be made from an FDA-approved commercially available animal or human drug and compounded by a licensed
veterinarian or a licensed pharmacist on the order of a veterinarian. The compounded product must be safe and
effective, and the amount equal to the need of the animal identified in the VCPR prescription. Veterinarians must
comply with all aspects of the federal extra-label drug use regulations including record-keeping and labeling
requirements, and all relevant state laws relating to compounding must be followed.
